When Jesus answers the question about òneighbor identificationó he tells 

a story about two key characters:  1) A Good Samaritan, and 2) an anon-

ymous man who gets beaten up on a dangerous road.  It should not es-

cape anyoneõs notice (and certainly would not have been missed by the 

original listeners) that both of those characters are well beyond the 

bounds of our concept of òneighbor.ó 
 

This fall weõve been doing a well-received study of other religions on 

Wednesday nights.  Godseyõs good book, òIs God a Christian?ó has been 

an inspirational and informative look at the issue of other faiths.  Weõve 

had a practicing Buddhist, Jew, and (this Wed) Muslim speak about their 

faith.  As weõve learned about other faiths, our own has been strength-

ened.  And weõve expanded our understanding of neighbors all around us.   
 

This week many of us will be involved in the òNew Baptist Covenantó 

where we will travel to downtown Saint Louis and worship with Baptists 

who are not in òouró group ð either ethnically or ecclesiastically.  We will 

worship, learn, and work with folks we wouldnõt otherwise encounter.  

We will be challenged to think about what we can do together.   
 

Why do we do these things?  We are widening our òneighbor circle.ó  We 

are learning about neighbors, who as Jesus taught, may very well not 

look or think like we do.  It isnõt easy ð this stretching of our neighbor cir-

cle.   But God calls us to live in that spot that is on the edge of our com-

fort zone and in the middle of the worldõs need.  Our spiritual growth is, 

among other things, a growing circle of empathy where those who were 

òotheró are seen as òanother.ó    
 

Which leads me to a final and really important point about this growth 

business:  Jesusõ parable included two people (priest and a Levite) who 

would have known òGodõs law,ó but who were quite clearly unable or un-

willing to do it.  Their circle of concern obviously didnõt include a hurt 

man on the side of the road.  We should take this as an implicit rebuke of 

the idea that spiritual growth comes from reading or thinking alone.  The 

passages about compassion would have been familiar to the two men in 

question.  But it takes more than head knowledge, more than a Bible 

study, more than a worship service.  Sometimes spiritual growth comes 

about by putting ourselves out there, doing something that stretches us 

because we know itõs what the world needs.
