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PROPOSED

In 2011, KBC has seen a
decrease in giving of 5%
from last year. In antici-
pation of this trend con-
tinuing, the recommended
2012 budget is decreased
by approximately $96,000
from 2011. This repre-
sents an 8% decrease overall and an 18%
decrease in non-personnel related expenses.
Our personnel expenses have remained flat.
This budget does, out of necessity, include a
decrease in mission giving. We are hopeful
that the designated funds from the Capital
Campaign will help to fill that gap. While
the finance committee feels that this reduced
budget is prudent, we are hopeful and
prayerful that giving does increase to previ-
ous levels. If our church is so blessed as to
have a surplus of giving in 2012, we will
work with the congregation to identify an ap-
propriate use of those funds.

What to Say...

I’'m not a big fan of those who sanctimoniously quote scripture
or use a great deal of God-talk. Sometimes it strikes me as
pretention or, worse, some hypocritical cover for an insecure
faith. However there is, as the Bible says, nothing better than
a nicely worded response to a genuine question. And when
used with sincerity and a heart of love, the Bible is typically
just the right answer.

So, with that caveat, if on Saturday you should be found wear-
ing a yellow shirt and someone asks why you are out spend-
ing hours fixing a roof, working with children, cleaning a cem-
etery... here are some potential answers:
